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Khulasah
Falsafah Islam — yang ditakrifkan dengan pelbagai
definisi oleh sarjana Islam — telah memberi pengaruh
yang besar kepada sejarah manusia, khususnya
falsafah Barat. Melalui manifestasinya yang pelbagai
seperti Kalam, Sufisme, falsafah peripatetik dan
pelbagai bidang pemikiran yang lain seperti sosiologi,
psikologi dan lain-lain, falsafah Islam telah
mewariskan pengaruh yang berkekalan kepada
masyarakat Islam dan memberi kesan kepada
perkembangan pemikiran yang termanifestasi melalui
kemunculan pelbagai aliran. Tinjauan bibliografi
mengenai kajian berkenaan falsafah Islam oleh
pengkaji Muslim dan bukan Islam dari Timur dan
Barat  menunjukkan  kebanyakan  penulisan
mengenainya hanya berkisar berkenaan sejarahnya di
masa lalu dan sumbangannya terhadap dunia Barat di
era Pertengahan. Kebanyakan tulisan pengkaji Barat
mencirikan falsafah Islam sebagai satu fasa sejarah
perkembangan intelektual Barat dan malangnya turut
diikuti dan dipersetujui oleh pengkaji Muslim. Dalam
masa yang sama, terlalu sedikit perhatian diberikan
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kepada kemungkinan Kkerelevenan falsafah ini
terhadap manusia kini. Makalah ini berusaha
menjelaskan empat asas falsafah yang mampu
menyumbang secara serius terhadap wacana
intelektual masyarakat kontemporari yang sebahagian
besarnya kini dicirikan oleh Kketidakpastian dan
keraguan. la juga bertujuan menggariskan jalan
membawa kembali falsafah Islam ke pandangan alam
ketuhanan yang seharusnya mentadbir pemikiran
falsafah, di samping menyediakan kefahaman
berkenaan keperluan jalinan persefahaman antara
iman dan ilmu yang perlu wujud dalam dimensi etika
penyelidikan falsafah. Selain itu, dialektika ‘saya dan
yang lain’ yang menjadi isu serius dihadapi manusia
moden Kini merupakan satu lagi bidang di mana
falsafah Islam mampu memberi sumbangan yang
besar untuk masa kini dan akan datang.

Abstract
Islamic Philosophy - defined variously by Muslim
scholars - has had tremendous influence on human
history, more particularly so on Western history of
ideas and philosophies. Through its various
manifestations - Kalam, Sufism, peripatetic
philosophy and many other areas of thinking such as
sociology, psychology etc. — it has left a lasting
influence on Islamic societies and the development of
its thought manifested in various schools. A review of
the bibliographies of studies around Muslim
philosophy demonstrates that most of the studies
conducted by Muslims and others from the West or
East have been about its past history and the
contribution it has had on the Medieval West. In most
Western writings it was characterized as a phase of
western intellectual history and rather unfortunately
Muslims started towing the same line. In the
meanwhile, very little serious attention was paid to the
possible relevance of this philosophy to contemporary
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man. This paper, endeavours to point to four areas in
which philosophy can seriously contribute to the
intellectual discourse of contemporary human
societies largely characterized by uncertainties and
perplexities. It also aims at outlining the way forward
by taking philosophy back to the ‘Divine world view’
that should govern the philosophical thinking, and
providing it with an understanding of necessary
cooperation between faith and knowledge that insists
on the ethical dimension of philosophical inquiry. The
Dialectic of “me and the other”, which is a very
serious issue that the modern man is struggling with,
is another area where Islamic philosophy can make an
immense contribution that will help the present man
and his future.
